During the year we also had a new event which was the Ray Kemp 5 kilometre handicap
series which went from February to December. There was great interest all year as the
points were tabulated. Jim McLure was the inaugural winner of this event with prizes
awarded by Ray, and we give our thanks to him for his support. He has offered to sponsor
the series again in 2010.

Our walkers were not forgotten and several events held over the year to keep interest and
competition in the walks. Again most of our walks are either handicap or estimated time
events.

The annual “Living Legends” night was held in November. Caulfield was the winner this year
(after a long drought!) just narrowly edging out Springvale/Noble Park and Mentone. The

Nina Field, Kylie Doyle and Petrina Trowbridge were the other
medal winners. Congratulations, girls.

The sixth running of the Don Warden Memorial 400 metre Handicap was a great
night. Four heats were keenly contested with a great atmosphere created by the very
supportive onlookers. The winner of the perpetual trophy for the third consecutive
year was John Schuijers.
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The 16™ running of the Magpie Marathon was once again our most popular event,
with 41 out of 48 competitors completing the distance. The Denis O’Hehir Memorial
Trophy was won by George Rennie for a record fifth time. The fastest male was
Danny Hecker and the fastest female was his wife Kate Hecker, in a new record time
for a female. It was the first time a husband and wife have achieved this double. Rod
Bayley and Wes Windsor maintained their sequence of being the only competitors to
have completed every Magpie Marathon. Lorraine Beale, Len Hallett and Heather
Johnstone all completed their 10™ Magpie Marathon and were presented with special
awards to recognize their achievements.

The Magpie Half Marathon also proved popular with the winner being Danny Hecker
and the fastest female Carmel Pardy. Bruce Gibbs and Jim Hopkins both completed
their 10™ Magpie Half Marathon and were presented with special awards to recognize
their achievements.

The second running of the Alan Burgoyne Sealed Handicap was attended by several
members of the Burgoyne family who have generously donated a perpetual trophy.
The event was won by Trevor Hansen.

Several Members competed in the Landy Trophy at Doncaster. The best result was
that of Keith Howden who finished a very close second in the Final. John Schuijers
also contested the Final, Ian Winnen and Ron Scholes contested the Consolation
Final, with Ron being victorious, Danny Hecker and Charles Livingstone contested
the Young Guns final.

DONCASTER VENUE
ANNUAL REPORT 2009

Despite being one of the smallest of the metropolitan venues of VM A, Doncaster
continues to flourish and again had a productive and successful year in 2009.

As usual it was our champion walker Andrew Jamieson who brought the venue
most kudos, winning three gold medals at the World Masters’ Athletics Championships
in Finland and one at the World Masters” Games in Sydney later in the year.

He also set a world record for the 30km road walk in the M60-64 division in May
with a time of 2hr 28min 54sec and now holds every world record in his age-group from
3km to 50km.

Jamieson, 63, a semi-retired surgeon, moved from North Balwyn to Fish Creek, in
Gippsland, a few years ago and is seldom seen at Doncaster competition meetings these
days but continues to register as a Doncaster member, for which we are very grateful.

The World Masters’ Games also completed a stellar year for one of our regulars,
John Browne, 57, who won the M55-59 Pentathlon, having earlier achieved his first two
major wins in taking the event at both the State and National Championships.

While Browne was our only gold medalist at the two major championships,
Doncaster’s athletes certainly covered themselves with glory at the Victorian
Championships, again topping the medals tally with 58 of which 27 were gold, 15 silver
and 16 bronze. Multiple gold medalists at the State Championships were veteran
Margaret Prowse (5), thrower Peter Young (4) and two other venue regulars, Greg
Champion (2) and Richard Trembath (2).

The other big winner for the year was Helena Kidd, 51, who scored an upset win
in the prestigious Doug Orr Memorial Half-Mile final at Burwood before again winning
the $100 voucher from fashion design label Motto for the best performance by a female
in the Christmas Handicap, having earlier won the equivalent prize in 2008.

The disappointment of the Orr Memorial was that we failed to defend the team
shield we won the previous year, finishing second this time to Burwood, despite the
efforts of Kidd and Katrina Philip, 47, whose time was the second-fastest overall and the
fastest by a female.

The other inter-venue event we contested, the Barb Dalgleish Memorial Relay at
Coburg, saw us get two teams into the final, finishing a creditable third and fifth behind
the defending champions Collingwood.

The increasingly popular Christmas Handicap was another race to provide an
upset with ‘stayer’ Barry Whittle proving too slick for the sprinters after firming with the
venue’s unofficial bookmaker from 25-1 to hot favouritism at 4-7.

The Australian Masters” Games at Geelong saw wins to Margaret Prowse and
Kay Burnie with several other venue members gaining minor medals, while Graham
Walter and David McConnell brought home a swag of medals from the Mildura Masters’.

Unfortunately we were unable to stage our previously popular one-hour run, The
Sixty Minutes, due to lack of support from distance runners within the VMA community,
which was disappointing in view of the fact that in its previous two editions the event had
produced world records by Bronwyn Cardy and Lavinia Petrie plus numerous Australian
and Victorian records.



On the other hand our prestige event of the year, The Landy Trophy, again
provided a great night with Australian athletics icon and former Governor of Victoria
John Landy there to present the trophies.

The Landy saw a deserved win to classy Mentone sprinter Bob Wishart, who had
finished second to Queensland champion Hugh Coogan the previous two years. Wishart
beat another former Landy winner, Keith Howden, in the final, with Canberra visitor
John Lamb third and Doncaster’s sole finalist Richard Trembath fourth.

The night’s other open class feature event The Manningham Mile resulted in a
dashing win by promising young distance runner Andrew Reddie. Unfortunately,
however, this was to prove the final running of the Mile due to the City of Manningham
failing to honour its agreement with Doncaster venue to provide funding for the
individual trophy each year.

On a more sombre note the meeting was held only nine days after the shocking
Black Saturday bushfires which personally affected several of our venue members. A
collection was taken up during the night, in addition to which the venue donated $500 to
the Bushfire Appeal.

Again we thank our longtime supporters Melican Thain, accountants of
Greensborough for their sponsorship of Landy night and Runners’ World of East Kew
who made generous donations supporting both The Landy and the Christmas Handicap.

While on the subject of sponsorship our thanks are also due to venue members
John and Faye Browne whose women’s fashion business Motto again donated a $100
voucher for competition in the Christmas Handicap and Matt Scholes, who provided the
prizes for the inaugural Most Improved award in which John Browne beat David
McConnell, with Kevin Bates and Helena Kidd equal third.

While most of our features have thrived, perhaps the most exciting initiative at
Doncaster during the year has been the introduction (or expansion) of Saturday morning
group training.

Members have been meeting at a variety of venues — the Yarra trail near Eltham,
Westerfolds Park in Templestowe, the riverbank at Warrandyte or Wattle Park in Surrey
Hills — starting at 9.30am and doing a demanding session, usually mostly of interval
work, for an hour or so after which we troop off to the nearest suitable venue for coffee
and a chat. We seldom have less than half a dozen runners while the current record stands
at 14. Apart from being a most enjoyable social occasion, those who have taken part
regularly will attest to the improvement it has made to their running.

Phil Rosevear has continued the momentous task of collating Doncaster club
records for the various age-groups and has identified the best age-graded performances
over the years in all events run at Doncaster as well as producing a list of individual PBs
for each competitor for 2009 — a document which has elicited emotions at both ends of
the scale, pride in some cases and embarrassment in others. The overall document is
nearing completion and will prove an invaluable source of interest and reference and a
vital ingredient in the history of the venue when it is finalized.

Doncaster, it seems, is never going to be a major venue numerically but has
become noted for its friendly atmosphere and the fact that most members are willing to
pitch in and assist with the workload. It is this which makes us unique and enables us to
flourish despite sometimes low attendance numbers which have at times made the
venue’s future uncertain.



While the entire committee has been a support throughout the year, my particular
thanks must go to assistant venue manager Graham Walter, secretary Phil Rosevear,
treasurer John Browne, The Landy Trophy co-ordinator Bryan Bottomley and to our
social secretary June Reeves, who makes sure that supper happens every week.

A special thank you, too, to those volunteers, both members and non-members,
who assist in the preparation for and staging of The Landy Trophy meeting and in
making it a success on the night.

We all know the health benefits of Masters’ Athletics but it is enthusiasm and
‘having fun’ which makes for success in any organization such as ours and at Doncaster
it seems we have those ingredients in abundance. We have enjoyed 2009 and look
forward to 2010 being even better.

THROWERS VENUE REPORT 2009

2009 was a big year for athletic Championships. The World Masters Athletics Championships
were held in Lahti, Finland and the World Masters games were held in Sydney. Adelaide hosted
the AMA T & F Champs and a new Championship event, the Victorian Masters T &F champs,
were held for any registered VMA or AV Masters age athlete.

Where possible our throwers are active supporters of major Championship events so we often
have many competing and doing well in elite competition. The venue activities are centred around
improving technique and performance in all the five throws events. The coaching of throwers on
training and competition days and on specific coaching days all help to raise the performance
level of throwers. Coaching throughout the year has been great with our Coaching coordinator,
Russell Devine, who has been ably assisted by Judy Pfanner on specific coaching days.

The Throwers group conduct two major “in house” competitions for members of the Throwers
group. These are the Roy Foley Trophy for the best all round Throws pentathlete (won by Judy
Pfanner) and the Ilmars Mancs Trophy a discus handicap competition (won by Jo Molnar).

Many Throwers were to the fore in the AMA Postal relay competition where thirteen teams
contested the throws relays in hammer, shot and discus and achieved 5 wins, 4 seconds and 3
thirds. In the VMA Club Multi championships several throwers did both. The throwers organized
the catering for the T & F pentathlon set up the ground and officiated while many others checked,
repaired and painted the equipment. In the Throws Pentathlon (the key event for throwers) there
were 29 competitors 25 of whom are members of the throwers group and hence eligible for the
Roy Foley award.

In 2009 a new Championship for Victorian Masters was held at Box Hill with any VMA and/or
AV 30+ athlete able to enter. The venue was much better for throwing competition and an overall
improvement on that of 2008 (held at Olympic Park) with an increased number of competitors but
it did not result in any improved interest in VMA and an addition of one to our throwers
membership. Similarly, the “come and try” day in April did not result in any new throwers.

The new Throwers tops obtained through Graham Philpott at the start of the year and now
supplemented with caps have been a great hit. The Throwers look very smart and the logo
designed by Judy Pfanner is very good.

Our membership remained relatively static in 2009 with only two new members joining. Of those
who joined in 2008 many have continued and now form a formidable group within the throwers.
With the AMA postal relays competition and increased coaching available there is plenty of
opportunity to enjoy the excitement and camaraderie associated with throwing.

The Christmas BBQ was well attended with 52 persons present (our greatest number yet). It was
great to catch up with old members and friends. The great help by all who attended made the BBQ
a most enjoyable end to the season. The annual Christmas Hamper raffle raised $600 for the
Group through the generous donations of members and the avid ticket selling .

Many thanks to all those who helped throughout 2009 in many different ways, and in particular
those who officiated, to make the Throwers group a happy and enjoyable venue to organize.

We look forward to more athletes joining the throwers in the future to enhance their throwing or
as an alternative when unable to run at ones’ best any more.

TREASURER’S REPORT - 2009

COMMITTEE

The surplus for the year was $9042 which was a downturn of $5206 in
comparison with the previous year’s result of $14248, with income falling
by $2501 and expenses increasing by $1605.

The main items for the decrease in income were :-

Subscriptions (2232) Member numbers decreased
Championships 750 Entry fees increased & an
extra event

Clothing 1363 Additional ranges&higher sales

Interest (3618) Lower rates

Donations 136 Higher contributions
Expenditure increased mainly due to :-

Medals (2179) Lower participation in events

Social Events (500) Dinner dance not held

Depreciation (1076) More assets written off

PA Insurance 6259 New policy

Other Items (net) (899)

Income from Championship entries would obviously be offset by expenses
including medals and trophies.

During the year it was decided to take out a Personal Accident Insurance
Policy for the benefit of Members with the cost being absorbed by VMA at
this stage. Based on the number of members, this would equate to $7.29 per
head. It will be necessary to monitor results in future to see whether we can
continue to absorb this expense.

With the downturn in subscriptions and interest received, plus the additional
expense of PA Insurance, the profit for the year has to be considered very
reasonable which was only achieved by improved profitability on clothing
sales and savings in the majority of expenses.

The number of members fell by 64 or 6.9%, from 923 last year to 859 at 3 1™
December, 2009. With the ageing of members, it will be necessary to
attempt to boost the number of younger new members in future and the
Committee is considering various avenues of action to increase members
generally.

The Bank account balance rose by $6127 to $8537 which was mainly
attributable to lower investments. Due to the Global Economic situation, it
was decided to withdraw funds as and when available from Challenger and
Perpetual and transfer the funds to banking institutions where they were
Government guaranteed. Despite the lower interest rates, our investments
rose by $2577 overall.

Aberfeldie Venue repaid $1250 of their loan (for a track upgrade) during the
year leaving a residual balance of $4375.

Fixed Assets are down to a balance of $1027 with most items now almost
written off.



The net effect was an increase in retained earnings of $9042 covering the
profit for the year bringing the balance to $165009 at 31*' December, 20009.

VENUES

Overall, there was a deficit for the year of $8215 (before Depreciation)
compared with the deficit of $507 for last year. Only three Venues improved
results over the previous year and even one of those was still a deficit. Nine
Venues experienced a deficiency and only five Venues had a positive

(surplus) result. All Venues had positive cash balances however they have
fallen by the deficit for the year. In view of the number of deficiencies, some
Venues may have to increase Track Fees to attain positive results in future.

Income decreased by $4342 overall in comparison with the previous year
with falls in Track Fees $4842 (probably attributable to the decrease in the
number of members), Sales-Clothing $710 and Social Fundraising $600,
offset by an increase in Supper $1463.

Expenditure increased in total by $3365 with the main items being Special
Events $3482 (including anniversary celebrations) Sundry Expenses $2083
included $1620 donations to the Bushfire Appeal and Equipment $1504
(Throwers Venue $1974). This was offset by decreases in Track Hire $2082
(you will recall Mentone conducted track repairs last year which involved a
considerable outlay) purchases of Clothing $834 and Supper & Social $832.
Despite the decrease in Track Hire expenses; Aberfeldie’s expenditure was
up by approximately $1600 to cover an outlay for prior year/s as the
Council’s assessment (in excess of this amount) had been disputed.

Although Doncaster has a healthy bank balance, they suffered a loss of
$944 on the Landy Night and whilst this is a prestigious function, if it
continues to run at a loss, from a financial point of view, one would have to
question the wisdom of retaining this event.

Depreciation for the year was $2576 with the main item of depreciation
being for Aberfeldie’s Track Upgrade as most other Assets have been fully
depreciated. The charge has been included in the expenses in the
Consolidated Income and Expenditure Statement for the year.

Due to the extent of the deficit experienced by the Venues, the result in the
Consolidated I & E was a deficit of $1749 compared with a surplus of
$11165 for last year. To my knowledge, this is the first time we have
suffered a loss. As a result of the loss, Net Assets have gone from $250090
last year to $249591 this year.
